PURGATORY 

What is Purgatory and how can I lessen my time there? 
Purgatory is the purification of those who have been saved 
and die with God’s grace but still need to achieve the 
holiness to enter heaven. It’s a reflection of God’s mercy. 
It’s a place where sins have been forgiven, but sufficient 
penance for those sins has not been completed while on 
earth. Once in purgatory, the soul has already undergone 
the Particular Judgement and so, it’s not a place of second 
chances. To lessen time in purgatory, strive to attain that 
perfect union with God now through prayer, frequent 
confession in repentance for sins and by doing penance. 

How is purgatory different from hell? 
Purgatory is temporary in nature with all souls who are 
there eventually entering heaven. Their suffering is a 
purifying process preparing them for heaven. Hell, on the 
other hand, is eternal. There is no purification process, no 
grace and no salvation. 

How is purgatory different from heaven? 
Purgatory is a place of suffering because of the souls 
longing to be with God. The soul knows that one day they 
will be in heaven with God for eternity but they cannot 
pray for themselves and must rely on the prayers and 
offerings of those of us on earth in order to reach heaven.  

Can our prayers help our loved ones in purgatory?
