Dear Parishioners: 
On the feast of the Holy Family we have a chance to 
look into the life of exemplary parents: Mary and 
Joseph. When God speaks they listen. They listen 
attentively to God’s plan and put it into action. Perhaps 
they had their own plans, but if God suggests 
otherwise, they change the course of action. 
Mary pondered all the things that happened to her, as 
we will hear in the Gospel reading for the Solemnity of 
Mary, the Mother of God (Luke 2:19).
