Dear Parishioners:

If we have been following the news, we have seen the
devastating fires that have recently plagued the
Amazon rainforest region in Brazil. Most of the 2000
fires are man-made. Rainforests serve as lungs for the
earth as they help clear our planet of pollutants and
absorb carbon dioxide. Also, the amazon rainforest
contain approximately 10% of the world’s biodiversity.
