Recently, | received a text message from a good friend
who | hadn’t spoken with in a while. “What in God’s
name is happening in the Catholic Church?” My non-
Catholic college friend sent me a link to an article she
had seen online and wanted my two-cents on it.
“Where to begin?” | thought. | typed a snarky
response and deleted it. | typed another response about
how | was feeling and deleted that one too. | penned a
third one and just stared at it for a long time. Then my
eyes moved back to her original question. For
whatever reason, | read the commonly-used expression
differently than how she meant it. “What, in the name
of the Lord, is happening?"

My thoughts went to the response | was about to send
to my friend and before that, all of my responses to
questions in recent weeks. | even thought about many
of the decisions, big and small, 1 have made in my
various roles whether they be as husband, father, son,
friend, co-worker, CEO, the list goes on.
